Dear Parishioners:  I want you to know about 
ñThe Italy Pilgrimage ò (March 15-25), so 
continuing from last week.  
 The next morning after Sunday mass we 
journeyed to the Eternal City of Rome.  As we 
drove through the region of Lazio, the apple 
and pear trees were in blossom, and we were 

delighted to have a warm and friendly day.  Our hotel, the 
Albani, on the Via Adda was very close to the Villa Borghese 
and Gardens and a bit of a distance from Vatican City, but 
we walked and took cabs when necessary. 

We were up early to pray Mass at 7:15am at St. 
Peterôs Basilica in a small chapel only 100 feet from the 
bones of St. Peter buried under the main altar.  Many groups 
gathered for Mass before the Church opened to tourists, and 
so we had some time to view some of the hundreds of 
precious works of art in Catholicismôs most sacred shrine, 
while it was still quiet.  We stood in awe before Michangeloôs 
Pieta created in 1499 when he was only 25.  The Vatican 
Museums were next on our tour.  The Vatican Museums are 
housed in palaces originally built for Renaissance Popes 
such as Julius II, Innocent VIII and Sixtus IV.   Most of the 
later additions were made in the 18th century, when priceless 
works of art accumulated by earlier popes were first 
displayed. We walked through the Gallery of Maps and 
Gallery of Tapestries as well as the Egyptian, Greek and 
Etruscan art on our way to the Sistine Chapel.  There is a 
strict one-way system through the museums and even if you 
spent a five hour marathon you would still have plenty to see 
on your next visits.  We had a half hour with Michelangelo 
frescoed ceiling.  The main panels chart the Creation of the 
World and Fall of Man.  The colors were vibrant and there is 
so much to see in these massive walls.  The great Altar wall 
fresco, the Last Judgment, even has a self-portrait of 
Michelangelo and is striking in beauty. 

That afternoon we toured the other three major 
Basilicas of St. Mary Major, St. John in Lateran and St. 
Paulôs Basilica outside the walls.  Our group hung in there 
for a long and challenging day of sights and sounds and lots 
of walking.  We got to see it all, and some of us even took a 
Rome- by- night tour after a large three course dinner.  It 
was a great first full day in this ancient and modern city!   

The following day we enjoyed a day of leisure in 
fascinating Rome.  Some folks went for optional tours to 
Pompeii or The Abbey of Montecassino.  I chose to go back 
to St. Peterôs and pray for a while at the tomb of Pope John 
XXIII,  a personal hero; have lunch with an old friend at a 
local trattoria and then walked for two hours to visit The 
Gesu, a Baroque church designed for the Jesuits by Vignola 
in 1568.  The Jesuit order was founded in Rome in 1537 by 
St. Ignatius Loyola who is buried here.  From there to Santa 
Maria Sopra Minerva to pray before the tomb of St. 
Catherine of Siena.  It was a peaceful, contemplative 
afternoon to explore the city and drink in the atmosphere.  I 
needed to have some quiet time alone with Our Lord to 
begin the process of integrating this whole travel experience.
