Dear Parishioners,. 
This eleventh Sunday in ordinary time puts 
before us my favorite Gospel: The sinful woman 
is forgiven by Jesus because of her great love.  
Jesus loves us and gave himself for us.  
(Lk 7:36-).  

 I am that woman, Iôve spent hours in mediation upon this 
passage and as I grow older, certain memories stay with me, 
instead of fading with time. Some of these memories endure 
because they are gratifying, some because they are unpleasant 
and still give us pain, and some leave us with mixed feelings.  
During his public life, Jesus had many vivid experiences that 
must have stayed with him long after they were over.  What 
about this one?  It was one of many incidents that we meet in 
the gospels in which Jesus takes on his enemies and 
vanquishes them.  Their attacks were usually unprovoked, 
calculating, and vicious; time and again, he showed them up 
and made them look bad.  There was a part of Jesus that must 
have felt satisfaction at  having told off the Pharisee.  He was 
just as human as we are, and you know how good it feels to tell 
off someone whoôs looking for trouble and deserves what he 
gets.   
 The Pharisee certainly deserved to be shown up.  He had 
broken some of his societyôs basic rules of hospitality.  When a 
guest was invited to dinner, the host was supposed to place his 
hand on his shoulder and give him a kiss of peace.  The visitorôs 
feet would be very dusty, since the roads were dirt tracks and 
people wore sandals  instead of shoes.  So cool water was 
poured over them to make them clean and comfortable.  The 
host was expected to put a pinch of incense or perfume on his 
guestôs head.  All these marks of respect were especially 
appropriate when the guest was a distinguished rabbi like 
Jesus, and none of them was observed.  It makes you wonder 
why he invited Jesus  in the first place.  He doesnôt seem to be 
attacking him or laying a trap for him; the atmosphere is not that 
hostile.  But his whole manner is patronizing.  He thinks this well
-known young Galilean rabbi rates an invitation, but he spoils 
the occasion by not even trying to conceal his contempt. 
 Maybe Jesus might have given him a free pass and written 
him off as a boor and the dinner as a lost evening.  But then the 
sinful woman comes in.  She shows Jesus the marks of respect 
that had been omitted, and she expresses her misery and 
repentance for the life she has been reduced to.  The Pharisee 
is not just embarrassed at this remarkable scene, he is 
disgusted.  He looks down at the woman from his lofty perch of 
self-righteousness and sees nothing but a human failure who 
deserves an extra dose of his large store of contempt.  And 
thatôs when Jesus lets him have it.  He wonôt stand on his own 
dignity, but he will not stand by while a hypocrite sits in 
judgment on a sinner during penance. 
 Before this memorable scene plays out, Jesus makes an 
extraordinary statement.  ñHer many sins have been forgiven 
because she has shown great love.ò  Is he saying that itôs all 
right to do wrong as long as you do some good?  No, Jesus 
never made light of sin.  But he gives us an insight into the way 
his Father looks at us.  God doesn't close his eyes to our 
failings, but he is much more interested in the good parts of our 
lives and sets greater store by them.  Heôs a lot like us.  We all 
have friends and family who are dear to us.  We know their 
annoying little quirks that bother us, and their faults that disturb 
and disappoint us,  but we love and respect them for all the 
good that we see in them.  Thatôs how God feels about us. 
 *  When you consider how you stand in the light of God, 
imagine him adding up you good deeds as well as you sins.  
Sneak a peek at the list.   
    And trust..and smile,..
