Dear Parishioners, 
 

Recently I received an e-mail entitled: ñI wish you enough!ò  
The story goes like this: 
Recently I overheard a Father and daughter in their last 
moments together at the airport.  They had announced the 
departure. Standing near the security gate, they hugged and 
the Father said, ñI Love you, and I wish you enough.ò The 
daughter replied, ñDad, our life together has been more than 
enough.  Your love is all I ever needed, I wish you enough, 
too, DadéòThe kissed and the daughter left.  The Father 
walked over to the window where I was seated.  Standing 
there I could see he wanted and needed to cry.  I tried not to 
intrude on his privacy, but he welcomed me in asking, ñDid 
you ever say ñgoodbyeò to someone, knowing it would be 
forever?ò ñYes, I have,ò I replied, ñForgive me for asking, but 
why this is forever goodbye?". ñI am old, and she lives so far 
away.  I have challenges ahead and the reality iséthe next 
trip back will be for my funeral,ò he said. ñWhen you were 
saying ñgoodbyeò I heard you say, ñI wish you enough.ò May 
I ask what that means?ô  He began to smile.  ñThatôs a wish 
that has been handed down from other generations.  My 
parents used to say it to everyone.ò  He paused a moment 
and looked up, as if trying to remember it in detail, and he 
smiled even more.  ñWhen we said, ñI wish you enough,ò we 
wanted the other person to have a life filled with just enough 
good things to sustain them.ò  Then turning toward me, he 
shared the following as if he were reciting it from memory. 
 
ñI wish you enough sun to keep your attitude bright no 

matter how gray the day may appear.ò 
ñI wish you enough rain, to appreciate the sun even more.ò 
ñI wish you enough happiness, to keep you spirit alive and 

everlasting.ò 
ñI wish you enough pain, so that even the smallest of joys in 

life may appear bigger.ò 
óI wish you enough gain, to satisfy your wanting.ò 

ñI wish you enough loss, to appreciate all that you possess.ò 
ñI wish you enough ñHellosò to get you through the final 

ñGoodbye!ò 
 

He then began to cry and walked away. 
The story challenged me to ask myself: What do I actually 
wish another when I say goodbye?  To have ñenoughò is 
really to find in what you have a deep contentment; a kind of 
peace and serenity knowing that what you have is ñenoughò 
and that to have more would only complicate your life. 
The real secret in life is to be content with what you have 
which reminds me of a sage piece of advice from Abe 
Lincoln Iôve always lived by: ñPeople are about as happy as 
they make up their minds to be!ò Itôs when we compare and 
compete, in our mind with what others have, that we seem 
to come out on the short end!  As much as Iôd like to say, in 
truth I have enough (except thereôs always room for more 
pasta, cheese, wine and love),  truth is, I have enough of 
what matters: Godôs love, care, forgiveness and 
compassion.  I have enough faith to trust Jesus when he 
tells me: ñWhoever believes in me, even though that person 
die, shall live.  I am the resurrection and the life.ò  God has 
promised not to abandon us at the grave.   
That is enough!

News from the Parish Business Office  
Dear Parishioners, 
 I have been asked by Father Charlie to take a few  
moments to update you about some of the upcoming projects 
that will be taking place over the summer months.  I have spent 
the past three months working with a Construction Manager 
from Catholic Charities reviewing our facilities.   This past  
winter was particularly harsh, and many of our roofs suffered 
damage, while others are now in need of complete  
replacement.  We have also completed a risk assessment for  
insurance purposes of all our sidewalks and driveways, and 
have developed a plan for replacement or repair as needed. 
 Then, as Fate would tease us, we were informed the 
church air conditioning unit is in need of replacement of a major 
component.  Just in time for the heat wave!  We are able to 
maintain the unit and are hopeful it will cooperate until the  
replacement can be done.  In the meantime, it is not running to 
full capacity and we hope you will bear with us as it may not be 
as cool as some would like. 
 The scope of work has been determined; three bids per 
project were reviewed by the Catholic Charities staff member, 
Father Charlie and I.  We have prioritized the projects and  
chosen the contractors.  Currently, we are awaiting  
authorization from the Bishop to begin the projects.  This  
authorization is generally provided upon the recommendation of 
the Diocesan College of Consulters, an independent committee 
of priests who review the bids and scope of work submitted by 
the parish. 
 We have also begun discussions with the Diocese to  
secure a $150,000 Parish Assistance Fund loan in order to 
complete all the work over the summer months.  The loan is to 
be repaid over 15 years at a 6% rate of interest. 
 As you see each week in the bulletin, our stewardship  
appeal achieved success, but we need to maintain a weekly 
level of giving at $17,000 to sustain our parish as we strive to 
fulfill our mission.   May God bless you for your generous  
support of our community.  Please continue to include the 
Stewardship Prayer in your daily prayers.
