The lawyer, of course, is an atheist. He says, in effect, that
what you see is what you get, and nothing more. We disagree,
by our very presence here at this Eucharist, we are saying that
he is wrong. There is a whole dimension of reality that escapes
him. It can be seen only with the eyes of faith. We have been
let in on a secret; that we are not alone in an uncaring universe
that 6s goi kgarelavediardicared for by a God
who, through Jesus Christ, has shared our lot.
