administrator will distribute the financial statements for 
the past year and the current budget.  We are fortunate to 
have generous parishioners at St. James. With all that is 
heard about cutbacks, the economy and hard times, 
please know how much your continued financial 
stewardship is appreciated by staff, leadership, teachers, 
administrator and fellow parishioners.  Thank you and 
God Bless you.  You know, God is never out done in 
generosity to each of us. 
I believe that stewardship is a way of life; a way of 
thanking God for all our blessings by returning a portion 
of the time, talent and treasure allotted to us.  Whether it 
is clothes for the poor, food for our food pantry, outreach 
to youth, in education, in worship, or simply arms 
stretched out to someone who is lonely, the Catholic 
Community of St. James encourages everyone to 
become stewards of the gifts they have been given by 
God, returning a portion in gratitude to God for the work 
of the ministry here at St. James and beyond our 
community. 
  
 As a parish community we are committed to live the 
stewardship way of life and so we share over 10 percent 
of our Sunday collection with several local, statewide, 
and global charitable non-profit Catholic organizations.  
Our support includes; Catholic Charities, Martin House 
Community for Justice, the Center for Great expectations 
a resource center for women and their families, St. 
James Food Pantry, The Bishopôs Annual Appeal, and 
Catholic Relief Services among others.  Even though our 
parish is in debt to the diocese for insurance and 
assessment obligations, we need to care for others  in 
times of hardship. 
  
 We print every week in this bulletin (our main means 
of passing on information to you) the weekly sacrificial 
offerings, and when you see us fall $3,000 under our 
budgeted collection at the end of the year that amounts to 
$150,000 and so you know why our debt is incurred. 
We have a lot of ministries at St. James and a lot of 
people are educated and cared for in your name.  Thank 
your for your continued support.  Donôt think I take it for 
granted.  I pray for you daily and I believe these words 
from St. Luke (6:38): ñGive and gifts will be given to 
you...For the measure with which you measure will in turn 
be measured out to you.ò)
